Ottawa National Forest Hiking / Biking Opportunities
Black River Harbor
Porcupines Wilerness State Park – 90 miles of hiking trails and 16 rustic cabins.
North Country National Scenic Trail – 107.64 miles that crosses the Ottawa in an east-west direction.
Gogebic Ridge Trail – On Forest Rd 250, 3 miles North of Bergland on M-64.
Cascade Falls Trail – 7 miles Northeast of Bergland.
Sylvania Wilderness – Near Watersmeet. Permit required.
Interpretive Trails – 1 – 2 ½ miles and are easy walking.
Scenic Trails- Short trails to waterfalls and scenic vistas
Mountain Biking Opportunities – (from well maintained and signed loops to more challenging cross
country travel, the entire Ottawa National Forest is open to mountain bikes. This includes closed,
gated, and blocked roads unless specifically closed to bicycles).
